Section 3 Resident Certification 

Section 3 of the Housing and Urban Development Act of 1968, as amended, requires recipients of community development funds to make a good faith effort to provide employment and training opportunities resulting from this project to low- and very low-income persons. 1. A current resident of a housing development project managed by the Detroit Housing Commission, or

2. A current participant in HUD Youthbuild programs being carried out in the Metropolitan Area which Section 3 covered assistance is expended; or

3. A current resident of the City of Detroit.
